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We Remember

We vowed to remember; we made an oath to ourselves never to forget. Never to forget what we saw, never
to forget how we felt; the outrage, the sorrow, the suffering and the aftermath. It’s been thirteen years since
the 9/11 Attacks, but it seems like yesterday; those images still fresh in our minds.

On September 11, 2001, 19 militants associated with the Islamic extremist group al-Qaeda hijacked four air-
liners and carried out suicide attacks against targets in the United States. Two of the airliners were flown
into the towers of the World Trade Center in New York City, one plane hit the Pentagon in Washington
D.C., and the fourth plane crashed in a field in rural Pennsylvania.

It was a clear day that Tuesday morning about 8:45 a.m. when that American Airlines Boeing 767 crashed
into the North Tower of the World Trade Center. The plane hit the 80th Floor of the 110 story structure. I
was watching the breaking news on TV and thought, what a terrible accident, how could that have hap-
pened ; when a second plane hit the South Tower around the 60th Floor( United Airlines Flight 175), it be-
came clear, we were under attack. While we were watching this horrific event, about an hour had passed
when we learned that Flight 77, a Boeing 757 had slammed into the Pentagon. We would later learn that
Flight 93 out of Newark, New Jersey had also been hijacked. However, the passengers and crew on that
Flight had heard of the World Trade Center and Pentagon attacks before their departure. A few of the pas-
sengers and crew members fought the four hijackers in an effort to foil their plot. The plot was foiled, but
the plane crashed in a rural field in western Pennsylvania; all 45 persons on board were killed. The intended
target was never revealed, but it is theorized that the White House, the Capitol, Camp David or one of sever-
al nuclear power plants in the area may have been the target.

It was the deadliest day in our history, loss of life was devastating; especially sad were losses to “first re-
sponders”. Close to 3,000 people were killed at the World Trade Center attack. A staggering 343 Firefight-
ers, 23 New York City Police Officers and 37 Port Authority Police Officers and 15 EMTs lost their lives
trying to save civilians from the Towers. Almost 10,000 people were treated for injuries, many were severe;
of those approximately 2,000 were first responders. 125 military and civilian deaths were reported at the
Pentagon attack, along with the 64 people aboard the airliner. And all 45 persons on board Flight 93 died in
that field in western Pennsylvania.

Remembering isn’t enough, we need to pass on this tragic part of our history to our children and grandchil-
dren. Then, we truly will never forget September 11th 2001.

Texas Citizens On Patrol Conference

Dorothy Antkowiak wrote: The COP Conference in Cleburne, Texas August 28" - 31°* was a busy
weekend. We learned a lot in the breakout sessions, while some were even fun. Just to list a
couple of sessions | enjoyed were Suspicious Activity/Night Patrols presented by Cpl Bryan Proc-
tor Cleburne PD. We were exposed to detectable signs of criminal activity at night time and
recognizing traits of criminal behavior. Some examples given were a person walking in the
middle of the road, hands in pockets, staring at vehicles, looking in empty vehicles, dressed in-
appropriately for the weather, darts away from the patrol car; and you should roll down your
windows at night while patrolling. Another session was Communicating with the Public present-
ed by Sgt Delvon Campbell of Decatur PD. He discussed how to improve communications skills
to effectively communicate with a person or situation to resolve differences, build trust and re-
spect and create a better working environment.

SOME EXAMPLES:

SPEAKING - control your voice and emotions

THINKING - stop before you speak

NON-VERBAL - watch the way you move and react (body language)
LISTENING - make speaker feel heard

SOME POINTERS: THINGS TO REMEMBER:

Always be friendly Be a good influence in the community

Think before you speak Reputation will follow you

Be clear Kill people with kindness

Don’t talk too much Drive with the window down in neighborhood
Be yourself Wave and be friendly

Focus on body language
Be concise

Brenham police are asking business owners and community members alike to use caution when transporting substantial
amounts of money to and from a bank. The department is currently investigating two cases of “jugging” — incidents in
which people leaving a bank carrying bank bags have been followed and their vehicles burglarized.

“Jugging is a term used to describe suspects who sit in bank parking lots and watch customers going in and out. They
target those customers who come out carrying bank bags, bank envelopes, brief cases — anything in which substantial
amounts of cash could be carried,” said Chief Rex Phelps.

“They’ll follow that person and if they stop somewhere and leave the bag unattended, they steal it. It’s more common in
larger areas but we are seeing some occurrences of it here,” he said.

Phelps said business owners or anyone having to carry cash between locations can help by not leaving the money unat-
tended, even if the vehicle is locked, and by being aware of their surroundings.

“When you enter the bank parking lot, be aware of occupied vehicles backed into parking spaces with a clear view of
the front doors of the bank, ATM or commercial drive through line; or vehicles arriving at a bank with no one entering
the bank. Also be mindful of vehicles changing parking spaces; vehicles with dark tinted windows with little or no visi-
bility of the occupants; and vehicles with multiple occupants,” he said.

“Always be aware of your surrounding and conceal the money before you leave the bank. If you think someone is fol-
lowing you, don’t hesitate to call 911. Give the dispatcher your location, the direction in which you are headed and
drive toward the police station until a marked unit locates you.

“These same awareness and prevention tactics should be used when leaving any place of business with money bags.
And above all else, please don’t leave anything of value in your vehicle when it is unattended, even if it’s at your resi-
dence,” Phelps said.
